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CONTROL BUTTONS AND
FUNCTIONS

CONTROL PANEL

Type A (if so equipped)

Type B (if so equipped)
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<STATUS>:

Push multiple times to display audio
information with either the air condi-
tioner status, fuel economy or navi-
gation directions.

<DEST>:

Push to enter a destination. Various
methods for entering a destination
are available.

<ROUTE>:

Push to access guidance control
functions (guidance cancellation,
route priority, waypoint setting on
the route, etc.).

Multi-function controller:

Turn to highlight an item on the
screen, push to select the highlighted
item or scroll the map.

<INFO>:

Push to display the vehicle, traffic,
weather or voice recognition infor-
mation.

<DAY/NIGHT OFF>:#:/) OFF:

Push to switch between the day
screen (bright) and the night screen
(dark). Push and hold to turn off the
display. Push again to turn on the
display.

<SETTING>:
Push to access the system settings.
<VOICE>:

Push to hear the current guidance for
a programmed route.

<BACK>:

Push to return to the previous screen.
In a settings screen, this button can
also be used to apply the setting.

In a character input screen, this
button can also delete the characters
that have been entered.

<MAP>:

Push to display the map. While follow-
ing programmed route, push muiltiple
times to change the type of route
information.

<ZOOM IN>, <ZOOM OUT>:

Push to switch to the zoom mode to
change the map scale.

Center dial:

Turn to highlight an item on the
screen or adjust a setting.

STARTING THE SYSTEM

The navigation system starts when the
ignition switch is placed in the ACC or ON
position.

® NOTE:

Do not keep the navigation system on
with the engine stopped. Doing so may
discharge the vehicle battery. When you
use the navigation system, always keep
the engine running.

NAVIGATION SYSTEM STATUS
SCREEN

By pushing <STATUS> at anytime, you
can display a split screen with audio
information that is always at the top.
Each time <STATUS> is pushed, the
bottom part of the screen changes be-
tween air conditioner, fuel economy or
navigation directions.

(3] weo:

There are different status screens dis-
played depending on various factors,
such as the currently active mode,
whether a destination has been set or
not, etc.

When a route to the destination is set and
the audio system is on, a screen similar to
the one above appears.

When a route to the destination is not set
and the audio system is off, a screen
similar to the one above appears.
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To ensure safe driving, some functions
cannot be operated or have limited
operation when the vehicle driving speed
is above 5 MPH (8 km/h).

The on-screen text and keys for these
restricted functions will be "grayed-out"
or muted and cannot be selected while
driving. In some cases, a screen message
will appear indicating a restricted func-
tion.

Restricted functions while driving include:

e Character (letter and number) input
screen during destination entry (street
address, phone number, freeway en-
trance/exit, intersection, city center)

e Places search by name and city name

e Scrolling and viewing of certain navi-
gation lists

e Adding/editing address book entries
e Adding/editing home location

e Storing current position, information,
destinations

These functions will become available
again when the vehicle speed is reduced
to 5 MPH (8 km/h).

MENU SCREENS AND THEIR PUR-

Push <DEST>, <ROUTE>, <INFO> or

highlight the item and push <ENTER>.
The next screen is displayed.

USING CONTROLS TO ADJUST VALUES, LEVELS, ETC.

There are five main methods to control
the navigation system: the center dial, the
main directional buttons, the slide switch,
the touch panel and the switches on the
steering wheel. Use these controls to
adjust the volume of the phone and voice
guidance, the display brightness, etc.

The color of the
corresponding adjustment item
changes.

e These same adjustments can also be
performed using the touch panel
operation.

The start menu can be displayed using
the steering wheel switch.

1. Push and hold <ENTER> on the steer-
ing wheel.

2. Highlight the preferred item and push
<ENTER>.

m INFO:

<ENTER> on the steering wheel switch
can be used to display the start menu
only when the map or status screen is
displayed.



Available items

[Destination]:

Displays the destination screen. It is
the same screen that appears when
<DEST> is pushed.

LIST SCREEN

After searching for a point of interest, a
list screen is displayed.

Depending on the list displayed, it can be
sorted.

Iltems displayed in a list

@ Highlight the preferred item from the
list and push <ENTER> to select it. If a
location or facility name is not com-
pletely displayed (due to length),
highlight the item to display the
hidden part of the name.

CRCRY

Distance from the current location
Direction to the point of interest

If the entire list cannot be displayed
on the screen, the system displays
the total number of items in the list
and the entry number of the selected
item. Scroll the list using the muilti-
function controller.

An item that starts with the selected
letter will be displayed at the top of
the list.
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@& Highlight and push <ENTER> to sort
the list in the original order.

@ When the list is sorted by the shortest
distance, the selected location can be
confirmed in the preview on the right
side of the screen.

Highlight and push <ENTER> to mod-
ify search conditions.
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TOUCH PANEL OPERATION

With this system, the same operations as
those for the multi-function controller are
possible using the touch panel operation.
This manual describes the operations
using the multi-function controller.

For the operations that differ from those
of the multi-function controller and for

useful methods for using the touch panel
operation, refer to each section.

EXAMPLE OF TOUCH PANEL OP-
ERATION

Here, the operation examples performed
with the touch panel operation are de-
scribed.

Selecting item

When the item is touched, the next screen
is displayed.

Adjusting volume and others

Touch [+] or [] located on the right and
left of the bar graph to perform the
adjustment.

Scrolling message or list

Touch [ & ] or [ 72 ] to scroll the message
or list.
Touch [ ] or [ & ] to skip to the next
page.



Inputting letters and numbers

1. Touch the letter or number.

2. To delete a character, touch [Delete].
Push and hold [Delete] to delete all of
the characters.

HOW TO INPUT LETTERS AND
NUMBERS

CHARACTER (letters and numbers)
INPUT SCREEN

When setting a destination, searching for
a facility or editing the stored locations,
etc. alphanumeric characters must be
entered into the system.

1. Use the multi-function controller to
highlight a character on the displayed
keyboard.

2. Push <ENTER>. The highlighted char-
acter is entered.

3. Push <BACK>, or highlight [Delete] and
push <ENTER> to delete the last
character entered.

Push and hold <BACK> to delete all
the characters entered.

Highlight [Space] and push <ENTER>
to enter a space.

4. After finishing the entry, highlight [List]
and push <ENTER>.
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m INFO:

Push <BACK> on the control panel to
return to the previous screen, but only
after deleting all the characters en-
tered.

When [BACK] is touched on the screen,
the screen returns to the previous
screen even when characters have
been entered.

When text has been entered and the
number of matching list items has
been narrowed down enough so that
they fit on the screen, the list screen
appears automatically.

Symbol input screen

El INFO:

Symbol keys are displayed by highlighting
[Symbols] and pushing <ENTER>. Alpha-
bet keys are displayed by highlighting [A-
Z] and pushing <ENTER>.
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NUMBER INPUT SCREEN

A phone number or a street number can
also be entered as a search method to
look for a destination.

(3] weo:

Only the locations included in the map
data database can be searched for by a
phone number.

1. Use the multi-function controller to
highlight a number on the displayed
keyboard.

2. Push <ENTER>. The highlighted num-

ber is entered.

Push <BACK>, or highlight [Delete] and
push <ENTER> to delete the last
number entered.

Push and hold <BACK> to delete all
the numbers entered.

4. After finishing the entry, highlight [List]

and push <ENTER>.



m INFO:

e <BACK> can be pushed on the control
panel to return to the previous screen,
but only after deleting all the numbers
entered.

e When [BACK] is touched on the screen,
the screen returns to the previous
screen even when numbers have
been entered.

MAP MENU SCREEN

Push <ENTER> while the current location
map screen or a scrolled map screen is
displayed to display the menu corre-
sponding to that screen.

This menu can be used to access helpful
functions quickly, such as setting a desti-
nation and searching for points of inter-
est nearby.

To select a menu item, use the method

described earlier in this manual.

m INFO:

With the touch operation, the same
screen can be displayed by touching
[Map Menu] located on the map screen.

CURRENT LOCATION MAP SCREEN

If <ENTER> is pushed while the current
location map screen is displayed, the
following options are available.

[Store Location]:

Store the current vehicle location in
the Address Book. The stored location
can be retrieved as necessary to set it
as a destination (waypoint).

[Nearby Places]:

Search for points of interest near the
current vehicle location, such as res-

taurants and gas stations, etc.

Perform map operations such as the
switching of map type and the setting
of map orientation and scale.

[Map Icons]:

Select map icons of certain points of
interest (such as restaurants and gas
stations, etc.) to be displayed on the
map around the current vehicle loca-
tion.

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SCROLLED LOCATION MAP SCREEN

If <ENTER> is pushed while a scrolled map
screen is displayed, the following options
are available.

e [New Dest.]:
Set the destination to the map loca-
tion where <ENTER> was pushed. If a
destination is already set, the location
will be set as the new destination.

e [Add to Route]:

Set the map location where <ENTER>

was pushed as a destination or a
waypoint.

Incident details are a feature of Traffic
Information, and that a NavTraffic sub-
scription is required in order to receive
Traffic Information.

STORING HOME LOCATION/
ADDRESS

HOW TO STORE HOME LOCATION

If a home location is already stored in the
Address Book, it can be easily retrieved to
set the route to the stored home location.

The procedure to store the home location
is the same as for storing any other
location.

1% "4. Setting destination”

As an example, the procedure for storing
the home location by searching for a
destination by address is described here.

1. Push <DEST>.

2. Highlight [Home (Add New)] and push
<ENTER>.



3. A confirmation message is displayed.
Confirm the contents of the message,
highlight [Yes] and push <ENTER>.

4. Highlight [Street Address] and push
<ENTER>. A character input screen is
displayed.

5. Enter the address of the home loca-
tion, highlight [OK] and push <ENTER>.
IZF “Finding address” (page 4-4)
The map screen is displayed.

6. Adjust the location of your home
using the muti-function controller, if
necessary.

7. After adjusting the location, push
<ENTER>.

8. A message is displayed and the home
location is stored.

9. Highlight [OK] and push <ENTER>.
10. Push <MAP> to return to the current

location map screen. The home icon is
displayed on the map.

EI INFO:

The same setting can also be performed
by pushing <SETTING> and highlighting
[Navigation].

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SETTING DESTINATION

SEARCHING FOR DESTINATIONS

As an example, the method for setting a
restaurant as the destination using
[Places] is described here.

1. Push <DEST>.
2. Highlight [Places] and push <ENTER>.

3. Highlight [Nearby RESTAURANT] and
push <ENTER>.
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m INFO:

The search can also be narrowed
down by selecting [All Categories or
Name] on this screen. By selecting [All
Categories or Name], the area, name
of facility, etc. can be specified.

4. Highlight the preferred restaurant
from the list and push <ENTER>.

m INFO:

e« The position of the selected loca-
tion is displayed in the preview on
the right side of the screen.

e If there is a route already in pro-
gress, only places along the current
route will be listed. Turn off [Show
Along Route] at the top of list to
display all nearby places.

5. The entire route is shown on the map.
Highlight [Start] after confirming the
location of the displayed destination,
and push <ENTER>.

The system sets the destination to the
selected location and starts calculat-
ing a route.

m INFO:

Even after setting a destination, the

location of the destination can be

adjusted, the route can be stored,

etc. if necessary.

STARTING ROUTE GUIDANCE

After setting the destination and per-
forming route calculation, the suggested
route is displayed.

1. Highlight [Start] and push <ENTER>.

2. Once route guidance is started, the
system navigates through the guide
points using visual and voice gui-
dance.

3. When approaching a guide point, the
system automatically changes to the
split screen and shows an enlarged
view of the intersection in the left
screen.

Push <MAP> to switch to the full map
screen.

4. When arriving at the destination, route
guidance automatically ends.

CANCELING ROUTE

Delete a route that is already set accord-
ing to the following procedure.

1. Push <ROUTE>.

2. Highlight [Cancel Route] and push
<ENTER>.

3. A confirmation message is displayed.
Highlight [Yes] and push <ENTER>.
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m INFO:

If a route is canceled, [Cancel Route]
changes to [Resume Route].

Highlight [Resume Route] and push
<ENTER> to reactivate the canceled
route.

This is available only until a new route
is set or a currently set destination is
deleted.

The above step does not delete the
destination that has been set. To
delete a destination, push <DEST>
and highlight [Delete Destination],
then push <ENTER>.

The navigation system displays various
information on the map screen.

NISSAN VOICE RECOGNITION

NISSAN Voice Recognition allows hands-
free operation of the navigation system
and other systems equipped on this
vehicle, such as the phone, vehicle infor-
mation and audio. NISSAN Voice Recogni-
tion can be used in one of two selectable
modes, Standard Mode or Alternate Com-
mand Mode.

In Standard Mode, the commands that
are available are always shown on the
display and announced by the system. To
perform operations, simply follow the
prompts given by the system.

For advanced operation, change to Alter-
nate Command Mode. When this mode is
active, an expanded list of commands can
be spoken after pushing <TALK . > on
the steering wheel switch and the voice
command menu prompts are turned off.
Note that in this mode the recognition
success rate may be affected because the
number of available commands and ways
of speaking each command are in-
creased. Otherwise, it is recommended
that Alternate Command Mode be turned
to OFF and Standard Mode be used for
the best recognition performance.

For U.S. customers, Standard Mode is
selected by default. For Canadian custo-
mers, Alternate Command Mode is the
default mode.

Otherwise, it is recommended that Alter-

nate Command Mode be turned to OFF
and Standard Mode be used for the best
recognition performance.

USING THE SYSTEM

message: “System not ready.”
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BEFORE STARTING

To get the best recognition performance
from NISSAN Voice Recognition, observe
the following points:

The interior of the vehicle should be as
quiet as possible. Close the windows
to eliminate the surrounding noises
(traffic noise and vibration sounds,
etc.), which may prevent the system
from correctly recognizing the voice
commands.

The voice recognition system cannot
be operated when the soft top is not
closed (for Roadster models).

Wait until the tone sounds before
speaking a command.

Speak in a natural conversational
voice without pausing between
words.

If the air conditioner is set to “Auto”,
the fan speed is automatically lowered
so that voice commands can be
recognized more easily.

The NISSAN voice recognition system
is not limited to recognizing phone
numbers of only 7 or 10 digits. To dial a
number in a format other than the 3-
3-4 digit grouping, use the ‘Interna-
tional Call” command.

If “Change Number” is spoken during
phone number entry, the system wiill
automatically request that the num-
ber be repeated using the 3-3-4 for-
mat. In this case please say the area
code first and then follow the
prompts.

Do not add a “1" in front of the area
code when speaking phone numbers.

If [Use Time Restricted Roads] is de-
activated, the system calculates a
route without any consideration of
the regulations concerning the time
or day of the week. Therefore, the
suggested route may include a road
subject to traffic regulations concern-
ing the time or day of the week. When
driving along the route, always follow
all traffic regulations regardless of
whether [Use Time Restricted Roads]
is ON or OFF.

If the system cannot calculate any
alternative routes, it displays the pre-
vious route.

If the vehicle overly deviates from the
suggested route, the system calcu-
lates a new route.

Statistical traffic information is based
on previous traffic data. When the
traffic situation rapidly changes due
to unexpected accidents, construction
work, traffic restrictions, emergencies,
etc, the prediction accuracy of the
system may be reduced.

Traffic jam information displayed on
the map screen is not statistical traffic
information.
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When [Use Statistical Traffic Informa-
tion] is turned on, the system may lead
to a road where a traffic jam occurs or
to a detour even though the shortest
route does not have a traffic jam.

Even when [Use Real Time Traffic
Information] is turned on, if traffic
information has not been provided
for the area, sometimes it is possible
that a detour will not be indicated in a
location where a traffic jam occurs.

The system may not lead to a detour if
traffic closure or a traffic jam occurs
far from the present location.

The system calculates to reduce the
time required for the entire route from
the start to destination. If there are no
appropriate routes, the system may
lead to a route where a traffic jam
occurs instead of leading to a detour.

This system can learn and memorize
the route that is most frequently used.
However, despite driving on the same
route several times so that the system
can learn the route, the system may
have difficulty learning the route un-
der the following conditions:

— [Use Time Restricted Roads] is

turned on.
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— [Use Real Time Traffic Information]
is turned on.

(traffic noise and vibration sounds,
etc.), which may prevent the system
from correctly recognizing the voice
commands.

e Wait until the tone sounds before
speaking a command.

e Speak in a natural conversational
voice without pausing between
words.

e If the air conditioner is set to "Auto”,
the fan speed is automatically lowered
so that voice commands can be
recognized more easily.

Using this method of phone
digit entry can improve recognition per-
formance.

USING THE SYSTEM

Initialization

When the ignition switch is pushed to the
ON position, Voice Recognition is initia-
lized, which may take up to one minute.
When completed, the system is ready to
accept voice commands. If <TALK & > is
pushed before the initialization com-
pletes, the display will show the message:
“System not ready".

BEFORE STARTING

To get the best recognition performance
out of Voice Recognition, observe the
following:

e Theinterior of the vehicle should be as
quiet as possible. Close the windows
to eliminate the surrounding noises
(traffic noise and vibration sounds,
etc.), which may prevent the system
from correctly recognizing the voice
commands.

e Wait until the tone sounds before
speaking a command.

e Speak in a natural conversational
voice without pausing between
words.

e If the air conditioner is set to "Auto”,
the fan speed is automatically lowered
so that voice commands can be
recognized more easily.

e The voice recognition system cannot

be operated when the soft top is not
closed (for Roadster models).

SYSTEM

ROUTE GUIDANCE

The main features of the NISSAN Naviga-
tion System are visual guidance and voice
guidance in selected map coverage areas.
Utilizing a network of GPS (Global Posi-
tioning System) satellites, the NISSAN
Navigation System tracks the location
on the map and navigates to a preferred
location.

Once the destination is set in a map
coverage area, the NISSAN Navigation
System will calculate a route from the
current location to the destination. The
real-time map display and turn-by-turn
voice guidance leads the driver along the
route. These features can be especially
helpful when driving to unfamiliar loca-
tions.

The system may be unable to set a
destination and/or calculate a route
when the destination is outside the map
coverage area. Additionally, voice gui-
dance may not be available if the destina-
tion is outside the map coverage area. For
more information on how to set a desti-
nation, refer to section 4.

PLACES OF INTEREST (PLACES) DI-
RECTORY

The NISSAN Navigation System offers an
extensive places of interest (Places) direc-
tory in map coverage areas. This directory
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includes a wide variety of destinations
ranging from gas stations, ATMs, and
restaurants to casinos, ski resorts, shop-
ping centers and businesses. A point of
interest can be searched by category,
name or phone number. After selecting
a destination, the NISSAN Navigation
System will calculate a route to that
destination.

The Places directory has many uses. For
example, the directory can be sorted by
the various types of restaurants near the
current location. If an ATM or gas station
is needed, the NISSAN Navigation System
can navigate to the closest preferred
location.

For more information on how to use the
Places directory, refer to section 4.

ADDRESS BOOK

The Address Book can store up to 300
locations from map coverage areas into a
personal directory. This is especially use-
ful for frequently visited locations, such as
clients, relatives and friends. The Address
Book function allows easy access to
frequently visited locations when setting
them as your destination.

For more information on how to use the
Address Book, refer to section 6.

AVOID AREA

The Avoid Area function sets areas or
freeways that the NISSAN Navigation
System does not include in the suggested
route when calculating routes. For exam-
ple, if a freeway or area that is always
congested with traffic.

For more information on the Avoid Area
function, refer to section 6.

NavTraffic INFORMATION

When available, the NavTraffic Informa-
tion broadcast may help to avoid delays
due to traffic incidents. Traffic jams, road-
work, closed roads around the current
location, etc. are represented graphically
on the map by icons depicting the nature
of the event. Incidents on the route are
automatically brought to the attention
when they are approached.

The NavTraffic Information feature, via
the guidance mode, may help to detour
around traffic problems. For more infor-
mation on the NavTraffic Information
feature, refer to section 5.

AUTOMATIC REROUTE

When detecting a deviation from the
suggested route, the NISSAN Navigation
System will automatically recalculate a
new route to the destination.

DETOUR

To make a detour due to traffic condi-
tions, the Detour function calculates an
alternative route. The NISSAN Navigation
System can calculate a route using sec-
ondary roads that will return to primary
roads after a specified number of miles.

Birdview™

Two map types, the 2D (Plan View) map
and Birdview™ (3D) map, are available in
the NISSAN Navigation System. Birdview™
map displays the map from an elevated
perspective. In Birdview™ map, it is easy
to recognize an image of the route
because it provides a panoramic view
over a long distance.

VOICE GUIDANCE

and visual instructions. Voice guidance
announces the appropriate directions
when approaching an intersection to
turn.

CURRENT VEHICLE LOCATION

DISPLAY OF CURRENT VEHICLE LO-
CATION

This navigation system combines the
data obtained from the vehicle (by gyro
sensor) and from GPS (Global Positioning
System) satellites to calculate the current
location of the vehicle. This position is
then displayed throughout route gui-
dance to a destination.

WHAT IS GPS (Global Positioning
System)?

GPS is a position detecting system that
uses satellites deployed by the U.S. gov-
ernment. This navigation system receives
radio signals from three or more different
satellites that orbit 13,049 miles (21,000
km) above the earth in space, and detects
the position of the vehicle by utilizing the
principle of triangulation.

Positioning adjustment

When the system judges that the vehicle
position information is not accurate
based on vehicle speed and gyro sensor
data calculations, the system will auto-
matically adjust the position of the vehicle
icon using GPS signals.

DETAILED MAP COVERAGE AREAS
